At fifteen, his
jazz collection was
well under way, a col-
lection that today
boasts more than five
thousand albums and
over three thousand
CD’s.
   Many of the albums
are rare and hard to
find.  Over the years,
Chico has turned his
passion into a suc-
cessful radio show.

He is very well re-
spected among his
peers and artists in the
world of Latin Jazz
music.  Chico is a Lat-
in Jazz enthusiast who
now enjoys sharing
his love of Latin mu-
sic with a national au-
dience that has come
to know their host as
both knowledgeable
and professional in
the world of Latin
Jazz.
 Erik  “Chico” Man-
queros began his
broadcasting career at
the National Public

Radio station, KPCC-
FM in Pasadena in the
early eighties.  During
his early years at
KPCC-FM, Chico
learned the ropes of
broadcasting first as
an assistant engineer,
engineer, co-produc-
er and eventually pro-
ducer and host of his
own show “Side to
Side.”
  The show was also
broadcast on the
American Radio Net-
work and CRN Digi-
tal Network, via satel-
lite and digital cable.

Chico also is a co-
host and co-producer
of the “Eastside
Primetime” TV show
on Time Warner Ca-
ble.
  ‘The Latin Style of
Jazz’ show brings to
the audience a unique
mix of Latin styled
Jazz from the con-
temporary to the clas-
sics. The focus of the
show has been to ex-
pose the under-repre-
sented musicians and
music that would not
normally have a
chance to be heard on

the air.  The show is
now enjoying much
success online as
well and has listeners
from New York, En-
gland, Germany,
Spain, Mexico and
across the United
States.
  Additionally, the pro-
gram ‘The Latin Style
of Jazz’ has a broad
appeal, both to the
newcomer and to the
seasoned listener,
mixing instrumentals
with smooth vocals.

NBC’s Meet The Press: Sundays at Noon
For 59 years, Meet
the Press has contin-
ually featured head-
line-making inter-
views with world
leaders and U.S.
newsmakers every
Sunday morning on
NBC. Tim Russert,
NBC News’ Wash-
ington Bureau Chief,
has served as mod-
erator of the venera-

ble television institu-
tion since December
8, 1991.
Meet the Press, the
longest-running pro-
gram ever on net-
work television, pre-
miered on NBC-TV
on November 6,
1947, with James A.
Farley, the former
chairman of the
Democratic Nation-

al Committee and
Franklin Roosevelt’s
postmaster general as
its first guest. The
show made its initial
debut two years ear-
lier – as a radio pro-
gram with Martha
Rountree and
Lawrence Spivak as
producers. For al-
most as long as there
has been television,

there has been Meet
the Press.
Tim Russert, the
current moderator
and managing editor
of Meet the Press is
only the ninth person
ever to be a perma-
nent host of the pro-
gram. Russert is cur-
rently in his fifteenth
year, making him the
longest serving mod-

thoughtful exchange
of ideas, sometimes
tense, even feisty,
occasionally humor-
ous, but always fair
and always civi-
lized.”
